I joined Pakistan Military Kakul in May 1975 and was commissioned in corps of Engineer, Pakistan army in 1977, after completing two years hectic and exhaustive military training (May 1975 – April 77) – also earned bachelors of sciences degree. After serving on various appointments, I qualified competitive entrance examination for  Bsc. B.E (civil) and obtained Civil Engineering degree from Military College of Engineering in 1983. In 1986, during Brass Tac escalation (Indian War Games), I designed and executed 40 Kms water supply scheme project for Thar Desert. From 1987 to 1990, I served as a garrison Engineer, Rawalpindi and undertook the construction of National Defence College (NDC) –Islamabad besides various other civil engineering projects. Just after first gulf war In 1992, I was seconded to Kuwait and participated in the mine clearance operation and successfully competed the clearance of 105 Km of live mine fields on main land and on Bubiyan and Warbah Islands – Kuwait.

In 1994, I was promoted to the rank of Lt.Col. and commanded a bomb disposal unit in Rawalpindi and performed various classified duties alongwith life threatening routine mine sweeping / disposal assignments. During my stay in Rawalpindi, in my own time I completed my MBA degree ( twenty  four major courses)  In 1998, I was posted to  FCNA ( Force Commander Northern Areas)-Gilgit. Here at Gilgit, I designed and executed up-lift irrigation scheme and suspended bed rapid filtration project on Gilgit River to meet the clean drinking water requirements. I actively participated in Kargil Operation and executed numerous classified civil Engineering projects.

In the year 2000, I was posted back to Rawalpindi in FWO (Frontier Works Organization) and worked on road construction projects in Lahore, Sial Kot, and AK and on motorway project. In 2001, I was awarded Tamgh-e-Imtiaz, Military in recognition of my twenty years of meritorious services.

In 2002, I got premature retirement from pak army, and obtained my Masters degree in Environmental Engineering and sciences from NUST, Rawalpindi. Basing on my good performance, NUST offered me (university sponsored) MS leading to PhD programme which I accepted and have completed PhD course work  of 30 credit hours and passed qualifier examination and has also defended my synopsis  “Development of community based sustainable Arsenic mitigation system in  Pakistan” . I have completed major portion of my research work and now working on geochemical analysis of arsenic contaminated area. 

In 2004, UNICEF, Pakistan office, hired my services and I wrote five years               “National Action Plan for Arsenic Mitigation (NAPAM-2005-09)” for ministry of science and technology and organized national and provincial workshops, as a follow-up action. 

In 2005, I was appointed as “project manager for clean drinking water for all project” by Ministry of Environment. Due to some technical reasons, I resigned from this post. 

In 2005, “abstract of national plan arsenic on mitigation was published by the Geological Society of America and invited me to present this plan in the annual meeting of the society at Salt Lake City – Utah State, USA and thereafter, I presented my paper on 18 Oct 2005 and also attended a workshop on “three dimensional underground water mapping”.

In 2006, I worked as an assistance project officer (APO) - UNICEF.  Meanwhile PCRWR, Islamabad offered me the appointment of regional chief engineer for undertaking “diagnostic survey of existing water supply schemes ( four provinces), AJ&K, NAs, FATA and FANA. Under this project, I completed all the water supply schemes in district Attock (245 schemes) and 409 schemes in district Rawalpindi (potohar town).

Since, water related projects / activities are my passion, therefore, I had preferred to join my present appointment with the view to implement vast inventory of knowledge and experience on ground. Tough it is an up-hill task, yet my professional commitments will help me in scaling steep slopes (InshaAllah).
